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DR. TAYLOR LEADS DEMENTIA WORKSHOP AT MEADOWLARK HILLS
Meadowlark Hills hosted Dr. Richard Taylor for his “Humanizing Dementia Care” workshop on Thursday, August 25 and Friday, August, 26. Dr. Taylor is the author of Alzheimer’s From the Inside Out and has developed a practical workshop designed for caregivers of people with living with dementia.
Taylor has been living with the diagnosis for more than eight years. His presentations are known to be high energy, challenging and supportive. He speaks to others about his own experiences with dementia and is often telling others he is “running as fast as he can away from his future.”

“Everyone in every moment needs to have a sense of purpose and needs to live in and through that sense of purpose. Without purpose, we are simply passing the time until we die,” Dr. Taylor said.

Annie Peace, Culture Leader at Meadowlark Hills, led the effort to bring Dr. Taylor to the campus. “He is an amazing brave man, being vulnerable and sharing his story,” Peace said, “He claims he is not the voice for dementia and Alzheimer’s, I agree, he is a voice for Humanity.”
Since the release of his book, Taylor has spoken to thousands of family and professional caregivers, people living with the symptoms of dementia and professionals who seek to support people living with the symptoms of dementia.
