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MEADOWLARK HILLS RECEIVES $1.1 MILLION GIFT

Meadowlark Hills, One of the Charitable Beneficiaries of Dr. Gary Rogers

MANHATTAN, KS – Meadowlark Hills received a charitable gift of $1.1 million in July 2011 from the estate of Dr. Gary Boyd Rogers. This is the single, largest gift Meadowlark Hills has ever received.

Rogers’ became acquainted with Meadowlark Hills when his parents, Ralph and Dora Rogers, moved to the campus shortly after Ralph’s retirement in 1974. His sisters, Mary and May, spoke highly of the care their parents received during the time they spent at Meadowlark Hills. During their visit in June of this year, Mary and May were eager to spend time with the front-line staff that made their parents stay at MLH great.
Mary Rogers McLachlan of Missouri said she and her sister May would visit their parents frequently at MLH. “Our parents lived in all areas of Meadowlark Hills beginning in Independent Living, then Assisted Living and finally Healthcare,” McLachlan said, “They received nothing but top-notch, loving care. Gary knew this and that Meadowlark Hills was a place you couldn’t find anywhere else and he wanted to keep it going. That’s why he made the gift that he did.”

Clay Myers-Bowman, Vice President of Advancement at Meadowlark Hills, said the large gift was unexpected. “The generous gift is phenomenal and came as a great surprise. Meadowlark Hills residents, staff and board members were unaware of Dr. Rogers estate plans to include our organization and we are fortunate to be the recipient of such an extraordinary gift.”

The official gift total is $1,164,242.37. The designation for the gift has not been made at this time but plans are underway to honor the gift and the memory of Dr. Rogers.
Rogers was born on July 20, 1934 in Emporia, KS. In 1936, he moved with his parents and his two sisters to Manhattan. He graduated from Kansas State University in 1956 with a BS in Chemical Engineering. At K-State, he was affiliated with Beta Theta Pi social fraternity, Sigma Tau, an honorary engineering fraternity and Phi Lambda Upsilon, a national chemistry honorary.
Following his time at K-State, Rogers received his doctorate in Chemical Engineering from the University of Wisconsin, Madison. He served two years in the United States Army. On December 24, 1961, he married Betty Randecker. They lived the majority of their lives in the San Francisco Bay area. Dr. Rogers passed away on November 17, 2010.
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
